Understand the five key concepts about print:

- print has meaning - the names of the different parts
of a book - print can have different purposes - page
sequencing- we read English text from left to right and
from top fo bottom

Develop their phonological awareness, so that they
can:- spot and suggest rhymes- count or clap syllables in
a word - recognise words with the same initial sound,
such as money and mother

Engage in extended conversations about stories,
learning new vocabulary.

Activities:

Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of
objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal

principle’).

Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number
of objects to match the numeral, up to 5.

Experiment with their own symbols and marks as well as numerals.
Compare quantities using language: 'more than', 'fewer than'.

Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes (for example, circles,
rectangles, triangles and cuboids) using informal and
mathematical language: 'sides’, ‘corners’; 'straight’, 'flat', 'round'.
Combine shapes to make new ones - anarch, a bigger triangle, etfc.

Count amount and match to the correct number
Identify which group has most or fewest
Describe 2D shapes

Cut out shapes and make chick pictures

Talk about what they see, using a wide
vocabulary.

Begin to make sense of their own life-
story and family's history.

Explore colour and colour-mixing.

Respond to what they have heard, expressing their

thoughts and feelings.
