What do you need to bring to school? Ay

A water bottle filled with water and labelled with your child’s name

(children can fill their water bottle at school if they finish it). The children are -
allowed to access their water any time during the day except during our short whole

class teaching sessions.

A warm, waterproof coat suitable for outdoor use

Your child’s reading folder — This will include the books your child has read this
week along with their high frequency word sheets. Every week, each child will have
a 1:1 reading session with an adult in school. There are no specific days allocated
jor the groups, so please ensure that your child brings their folder every day.

Each child also has a Reading Eggs login in their yellow book. Please help your child
to access Reading Eggs at home. After October half term, your child will also bring
home a weekly spelling book with spellings to learn for our Friday challenge.
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Medications

If you are sending in ANY prescription medication for your child, this
MUST be handed directly to the adult on the door so that we can store

it safely in school. This includes inhalers for asthma.
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Behaviour management

In Year 1, all staff and children celebrate the success and achievements of one
another at all times. When children are working well and demonstrating kind actions
they may receive cubes in the jar, a greenie and lots of praise! Once the cube jar is
full, the class will hold a vote for a class treat. The choice with the most votes will be
the celebration used. Some children can find it difficult to follow class rules and can
disrupt teaching and learning. Staff will always give each child a few chances to
change their actions but if their behaviour persists then staff may ask them to take
a bead out of the jar, have 5 minutes time out to think or spend some thinking time
with Mrs Clarke. If a child is constantly disrupting teaching and learning, they may
receive a written warning and this will be stuck int their yellow reading record.

Key stage 1

Assessment in Year 1

In June 2021, all of the children take part in a statutory assessment for
Phonics, called the Year 1 Phonics Screening Check. Phonics is a key part of

our curriculum and we will share more information about the Phonics Screen
nearer the time.



Curriculum

Our topic this halJc term is ‘The Jungle Book’. We will be explorlng the story and using it to
practice our early reading and writing and maths skills as well as taking part in lots of
exciting creative and outdoor learnlng activities.

Writing focus The application of Phase 3 phonics from reading into writing. We will be exploring labels, lists
and captions, writing simple sentences about a character, labelling items from the story and
practicing accurate letter formation.

Maths focus Place value and Addition — we will be learning to count to 100, recognise 2 digits numbers and

understand what each digit stands for and using the number square to identify 1 more, 1 less,

10 more and 10 less than a given number. We will also be using practical materials and aids
such as the number line to investigate addition.

Our RE topics this term will be ‘Families’, ‘Belonging’ and
‘Waiting'.
