You can control the amount of caffeine you consume by limiting fizzy drinks, tea
and coffee.
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If the pupil makes more than one attempt, it must be clear which answer the pupil wishes to be marked. If
the pupil makes two or more attempts and it is not clear which is to be considered, the mark is
not awarded.

The pupil can answer in upper or lower case, or a mixture of the two. The exception to this is for days of
the week and months of the year, which must be written in lower-case letters with an initial capital letter
for the award of the mark.

If the pupil has answered with the correct sequence of letters but has incorrectly inserted an apostrophe or
a hyphen, the mark is not awarded.

If the pupil has answered with the correct sequence of letters but these have been separated into clearly
divided components, with or without a dash, the mark is not awarded.
